e English language skills at level C1/C2 of the Common European Framework of
Reference for Languages

Romance Philology (focus on French, Spanish, Italian, or Portuguese)
e Language level C1 in the language which is the focus of their studies
e Functional language skills in a second Romance language and in English
Dutch Philology

. Scandinavian Studies

For doctoral candidates with a dissertation project in the field of Old Scandinavian

e Basic knowledge of Latin, acquired through instruction equivalent to
approximately 50% of the school-based instruction required to obtain the
Latinum (Latin proficiency certificate) or equivalent to 10 ECTS credits in
modularized degree programs

e Atleast basic knowledge of an older stage of a Scandinavian language,
usually Old West Norse, corresponding to the competence acquired in a



basic course of 4 semester hours per week or 10 ECTS credits in this language
stage

e Functional oral and written knowledge of English and at least one
contemporary Scandinavian language
