What is Language Learning in Tandem? 

“Learning a foreign language in Tandem means that two people with different native languages meet 
on a regular basis. While supporting each other, the aim can be to improve and refresh one's own 
foreign language competences and skills and/or to learn more about the target language's culture, 
the partner's cultural background etc.”
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Registration & introductory sessions for the tandem programme
1. After the registration we are trying to match you with a tandem partner.

2. If the matching was successful, and only then, we will send you the contact of your 
partner.

3. We will also send you the link for the introductory session, where our student 
assistants will provide you with relevant information about the programme as well as 
learning with a partner.

4. If you have been matched and you want to receive credit points (e.g. for your learning 
agreement), this session, amongst others, is mandatory.

C-Test (placement test) – further information
• For level A1 (English, French, Italian, Portuguese, Spanish) 

= no C-Test 

• For level A1 (German) = no C-Test
unless you want to obtain a UNIcert-certificate (Basis) and have 
prior knowledge (OPTION 5  starting with A1.2) = C-Test



C-Test (placement test) – further information
• all other levels = C-test is mandatory 

• preparation with the demo version is recommended 

• application for a place in the course =  as soon as registration is 
open

The C-test can only be taken once for each language.
